Imost 100 years ago, a series of | | locks was used to connect the Forth & Clyde Canal,
running from Glasgow, to Edinburgh’s Union Canal. As part of a Millennium initiative to
encourage waterway usage, The Falkirk Wheel was desighed and constructed to provide

a 21 st century selution to join the canals. It is a truly unique and awesome spectacle.

The Falkirk Wheel

Cnce you have seen it you'll understand what a simply
ingenious design it is. Basically it's a rotating arm with
gondclas at either end. It turns, like the sails of a
windmill. and lifts and lowers boats in the gondalas frem
one level to another, joining the two canals.
